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You must incorporate these suggestions into your manuscript, as well as the appropriate suggestions provided to you by the reviewers of your manuscript, in order to increase the chance of acceptance of your manuscript in the publication.

1. All manuscripts must follow APA editorial style.  (see link below for guidelines and examples or consult your APA Style handbook)
2. Your paper may not be more than 10,000 words in length, including the introduction, references and terms.

3. Your manuscript and its coverage must be supported by a minimum of 20-25 fully-documented references in your manuscript.

4.  All references listed at the end of your article must be included throughout the manuscript.

5. References should be as recent as possible, preferably 3 to 5 years old.  
6. You must use the subtitles that are specified in the submission guidelines to organize your manuscript. (see a sample).  
7. If you use figures or tables in your chapter that have been published in another publication, you must gain permission from the original author and publisher.
8. Be sure to proofread your manuscript for proper grammatical structure, and spelling and punctuation errors.

9. Your manuscript title should be short (under 50 characters) and should not include a colon or question mark. You should also avoid beginning your title with “An Overview of…”, since the manuscripts will appear in alphabetical order in the publication.
10. Submission format - all submissions should be sent to the editor electronically in either MS Word, or RTF. The publisher cannot accept the paper in PDF form or any Tex files.  When they try and convert it to word, any symbols and formatting is unreadable.  The figures that are in Illustrator are fine.  We can accept figures in Illustrator, but no text.  All text must be submitted in MS Word.
